The grade transcript must
 reflect an accumulated grade point average and be as current as your last completed semester of school. The
 transcript must be submitted with your application. Copies of an official transcript are acceptable.

Please answer the following two questions, typewritten on a separate sheet of paper.

1. Write about your career plans. (1) include the school(s) you are considering attending, (2) what your field of study 
will be   (avionics, aircraft maintenance, etc.) and (3) where you plan to gain employment once you complete school.

2. Describe how your involvement in activities, both in your school and community will help you pursue your aviation
 career goals.

Please prepare on a separate sheet of paper a 300-word typewritten essay on the following topic:

1. Describe the knowledge and skill requirements avionics and aircraft maintenance managers are looking for in today's

The recipient of 
this scholarship shall be high school seniors and/or college 
students who plan to attend an accredited vocational/technical 
school located in (Illinois, Indiana, Iowa, Kansas, Michigan, 
Minnesota, Missouri, Nebraska, North Dakota, South Dakota 
or Wisconsin).

The award will cover all tuition expenses for eight quarters, or 
until the recipient completes their program, whichever comes 
first. All other costs (books, tools, living expenses and student 
fees) will be the responsibility of the student. The applicant 
may not be currently enrolled in the AMT program at Spartan.

In the event that the student (award recipient), for any reason, abandons the scholarship, the balance of the award shall 
be returned to the Aircraft Electronics Association Educational Foundation. If the scholarship is not used in the 2008-
2009 school year (or 2008 classes beginning after May 2008), the student will surrender the scholarship award.  
 
Please Note: 

Scholarship monies must be used to cover the cost of tuition, books and/or tools only.  
Scholarship monies cannot be used for any type of flight training or air traffic control programs. 
Scholarships will be made payable to the recipient and to his/her school and must be endorsed by both parties. 
Scholarship monies will not be disbursed until the student has enrolled per the above mentioned scholarship 

    sponsor’s criteria (verified by the school’s business office). 
All scholarships are merit based with restrictions. 
Scholarship applicants must have at least a cumulative 2.5 grade point average on a 4.0 scale. 
All scholarship monies must be used for the 2008-2009 school year.
